How to Start a Campaign in Your City 

The Campaign for Compassionate Cities has three simple steps: 

1. Ask your Mayor to affirm the Charter for Compassion and proclaim your community a Compassionate City. 

2. Meet with community members to define what it means to be a Compassionate City and how your city will work 

toward its vision. 
3. Share news, events, ideas, and resources with other cities in the Compassionate Cities group on this network.
